The course The course starts and finishes in Picnic Area #3 of Minooka Park.  The course is a rolling 
course with primarily a grass and wood chip surface. Runners will cross the park roads very few 
times. 1.5 inch Spikes can be worn.  The course is primarily in the front half of the park and DOES 
NOT include the legendary difficult hill that is in Minooka Park. The course will be lined and flagged.  
 
Reminder:    Middle School Races will also be run at this meet.   6Th - 7th and 8th Grade Races for 
Boy's and Girl's.  Please share this information with your Middle School Programs. This has been 
very well received in past seasons.  This is a great opportunity for Middle School athletes to 
experience the atmosphere of a High School Cross Country race.
